Aerated Concrete (AAC).

e Surface Preparation is the responsibility of the Builder, Renovator or Main Contractor and the Applicator. To achieve the
indicated performance, application must be carried out according to Wattyl's recommendations.

e Ensure the surface is clean and dry. All substrates must be free of dirt, grease, oil, mould, release agents, bondbreakers or
any other contaminants that may interfere with adhesion. Fresh cementitious substrates should be left for a minimum of 28
days before coating. There must be less than 15% moisture content in the surface at the time of coating to ensure optimum
coating performance.

e Application should not be carried out if the air temperature or the substrate temperature is below 10°C or above 35°C. The
temperature must not fall below 10°C during the drying process.

e Freshly applied material must be protected from frosts and rain for a minimum of forty eight (48) hours.
